Everyone has been doing a nice job of keeping children home when they
are ill. Thank you for honoring PSD’s policy of keeping your student home
until they have been fever free, without fever-reducing medication, for 24
hours before returning to school. Students must also remain home for 24
hours after vomiting or experiencing diarrhea.

The Fall Family Festival was a huge success. Thank you to our PTO and vol-
unteers for making it a successful and fun evening. We hope you had a
great time!

Please become familiar with Laurel’s cold weather policy:

o We believe exercise and fresh air is healthy for all children and they
should come prepared to go outside each day during the school day.
Plan for your children to go outside every day. Please help us communi-
cate to our students to dress appropriately for recess.

e Students will ALWAYS stay inside if the “feels like” temperature is below
10 degrees, it is raining or snowing heavily, and when lightning is pre-
sent within 8 miles of the school.

o We will always keep our students safe! Office staff uses a lighting detec-
tor app that alerts us when lightning is in the area.

e Lunch recess (grade level specific times between 10:45 — 12:30): Depending on the weather at the time
of the grade level lunch recess, the duty personnel will make the decision to have indoor recess. Students
will ALWAYS stay in if the “feels like” temperature is below 10 degrees, it is raining or snowing heavily,
and when lightning is present within 8 miles of the school. Each grade level teacher will use the above
guidelines when determining if they will take their class outside for other recesses throughout the day.

Experiencing challenges offers a wonderful opportunity for us to engage
in conversations around growth mindsets.

If your child is experiencing challenges, here are a few statements and ideas to frame that challenge:

e We remind ourselves that we may not know something... yet.

o We tell ourselves that when we feel challenged, our brain telling us, “This is your big learning moment!” We
can think about what we learning and celebrate that process. This applies to challenging tasks and also to times
when we make a mistake and need to own our behavior.

e We are all learning new things all of the time. Our learning can be about math, or reading, or how to tie our
shoes, or that sitting on a wet swing may result in cold and wet pants.

e We can learn about ourselves! Ask your child about their “zones” and what works for them to support them-
selves when they are in the green, blue, yellow, or red zone.

e Laurel Lynx know how to be good friends. We need to be good friends to ourselves, too! How would you help a
friend who is feeling challenged? How would you help yourself? Would you say kind things? What would you
say? Would you use your tools? Which ones would you use?

Of course, sometimes we need support to maintain a growth mindset and also to help us meet our challenges. Our
admin, counseling, and intervention teams, along with your child’s teachers, are all available to support during mo-
ments of challenge and to celebrate during moments of accomplishment!

e Getinvolved with your child’s online activities.
e Spend time online together to teach your kids appropriate online behavior.
e Block unsafe/inappropriate material.

e Create family rules around the use of technology (always near an adult, kept in a common area, web-
sites to explore etc.)

o Never trade, post or reveal personal information or pictures.

e Always tell a trusted adult about any communication or conversation that was scary or hurtful-never
respond to it.

e Use only a screen name and only share passwords with parents/guardians.

e Bookmark kids’ favorite sites for easy access.

e Find out what, if any, online protection is offered by your child’s school. After-school center, friends’
home, or any place where kids could use a computer without your supervision.

Small Counseling Groups: Small groups are up and running. We are so excited to be able to connect with
students in this setting and on a variety of topics, including self-regulation, self-esteem, friendship skills
etc. Members from the counseling team will send home permission forms to specific student recom-
mended by teachers or family. Please let us know if you have any more questions or feel like your child
could benefit from extra support.

Seguridad en Internet/Tecnologia: Los nifios tienen acceso a una gran cantidad de informacion en Internet y a través de
aplicaciones. Es muy vital ensefiar expectativas, protegerse del peligro y monitorear continuamente. Coordinaremos con
nuestro Oficial de Recursos Escolares para proporcionar una Presentacion de Seguridad en Internet. Diga sintonizado para ob-
tener mas informacién. Hasta entonces, aqui hay algunos consejos utiles para pensar.

® Participe en las actividades en linea de su hijo.

® Pasen tiempo juntos en linea para ensefiarles a sus hijos un comportamiento en linea apropiado.

® Bloquee el material inseguro/inapropiado.

® Crear reglas familiares en torno al uso de la tecnologia (siempre cerca de un adulto, mantenido en un area comun, sitios
web para explorar, etc.)

® Nunca intercambie, publique o revele informacion personal o imagenes.

® Siempre digale a un adulto de confianza sobre cualquier comunicacién o conversacion que haya sido aterradora o hiriente,
nunca responda a ella.

® Use solo un nombre de usuario y solo comparta contrasefias con sus padres / tutores.

® Marque los sitios favoritos de los nifios para facilitar el acceso.

® Averiglie qué proteccion en linea, si la hay, ofrece la escuela de su hijo. Centro después de la escuela, casa de amigos o
cualquier lugar donde los nifios puedan usar una computadora sin su supervision.

Grupos pequefios de consejeria: Los grupos pequefios estan en funcionamiento. Estamos muy emocionados de poder conec-
tarnos con los estudiantes en este entorno y en una variedad de temas, incluida la autorregulacién, la autoestima, las ha-
bilidades de amistad, etc. Los miembros del equipo de asesoramiento enviaran formularios de permiso a casa a estudiantes
especificos recomendados por maestros o familiares.
